New business discussed:   

· An update was given on enrollment for summer and fall.

· Graduation Numbers were discussed as follows:

· 71 total graduates 
· Associate Degrees: 23 Students (1 dual credit)

· Welding: 13 Students (5 dual credit) 

· Diesel Mechanics: 14 Students (2 dual credit)

· LVN: 9 Students 

· ADN: 7 students (May 8th in Amarillo)

· Cosmetology: 12 Students (6 are dual credit)

· 23 of these are Pathways students

· (Students can still apply for graduation through 4.17.2025)

Upcoming plans were discussed including the following items of information: 
· Pathways Pulled Pork Fundraiser – Aprill 22nd 5:30 pm – 7:30 pm

· Graduation – Saturday, May 3rd (discuss schedule)

· Water Festival – May 15th 

· Bus Driving - June 2nd – July 3rd and September 1st – October 3rd  

· CDL Program (All months but August and December)

· Kid’s College – June and July

Other discussion:

· Mrs. Laxton told the board that the Advisory Committee for Cosmetology in Perryton is still actively looking at enrollment and facility needs to determine the best course of action for space when the lease expires at the end of 2027.   

· The Allen Campus is still in need of an ESL instructor for Fall.
· The Perryton Campus is looking to become a CNA Testing Site.  There is a need for (2) working hospital beds to get the process started. 

· $100,000 of the reserve balance was invested in a 6-month CD at 4.25% at Perryton National Bank.  The CD is set up on autorenewal.  Perryton National Bank will notify FPC 30 days out as well as when it matures with the current rates. If rates go down and we don't want to renew it, then FPC can contact the bank and pull the funds up to 10 days after the autorenewal date.  The current checking account holding the remainder of the reserve funds is an interest-bearing account.  
· The board discussed preliminary budgets for 25-26.
